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The Population of Batumi in the 19th century and the
First Twenty Years of the 20th century

Summary

This article deals with the growth of the population of the city of
Batumi after 1878 when Batumi has retumed to mother-Georgia. The
growth of the population of the city was caused by the transformation
of Batumi into an industrial city. The growth of the number of industrial
enterprises determined the growth of the population of the city. From 1878
to 1927 the quantity of the population sometimes increased, sometimes
decreased, depending on a political situation, but the Georgian population
always was in a majority despite the fact Russian Shovinists artificially
increased the quantity of the non-Georgian population when Batumi was
a part of the Russian Empire (this growth is reflected in statistics).
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
