THE SOUTH CAUCASUS AND HURRIAN KINGDOMS
(SOME ASPECTS OF THE RELATIONS, 15TH-13TH CENTURIES BC)

A significant number of artefacts imported from Egypt and Levant, dated to the mid-2nd
millennium BC, were discovered at archaeological sites in the South Caucasus. The appear-
ance of new cultural elements in the South Caucasus must be related to the Kingdom of
Mitanni, a powerful state in the 15th-14th centuries BC.

Mitannian cylinder seals found in the Caucasus are the best evidence of cultural and
economic relations between the South Caucasus and the Near East. Over twenty such spec-
imens are so far known. Cylinder seals found in the Caucasus represent both elaborate and
common styles of Mitannian glyptic.

Part of the seals are similar to impressions on clay tablets from the Tehip-tilla family ar-
chive, Nuzi. They show close parallels with Mitannian cylinder seals with narrative images
recovered for the first time from Sapar-Kharaba burial ground, Georgia. Seals of this type
were popular in the eastern Mediterranean (Ugarit, Bet Shean?, Kamid el-Loz, Hala Sultan
Tekke) as well as in northern Mesopotamia (Nuzi), where up to 20 tablets from the Tehip-tilla
family archive bear similar impressions. Sapar-Kharaba seals and the impressions from the
Tehip-tilla archives are so similar in terms of iconography that the Sapar-Kharaba seals too
can be dated to the late 15th century BC. According to the Nuzi records, clans of merchants
had business interests either in Levant (cedar, purple cloths, myrtle) or in the highlands to
the north (horses, metal). The discovery of Mitannian seals in the South Caucasus may indi-
cate that a certain group of merchants could have direct contacts with regions that provided
metal and horses. Seals from the Sapar-Kharaba burial ground may suggest that Trialeti also
fell within the scope of the Tehip-tilla family’s interests.

Several questions may arise in connection with the Caucasian owners of Mitannian seals:
what did they have in common or how did they differ from other individuals buried next to
them? What was their social, political and economic status?

Especially so that among the seal owners were both women and men. The burial goods
indicate that some of them represent the elite, some are priests and others seem to be com-
moners.

Barrow #7 near Lori Berd provides some answers to these questions. It is an elite war-
rior’'s grave that also contained a chariot and two horses. The burial goods include Mitannian
cylinder seals and bronze standards depicting birds and a harnessed chariot. A cylinder seal
bearing an image of Ishtar was recovered from another chariot burial, barrow #97 near
Lchashen. Graves from the same burial grounds, contemporary with the mentioned barrows,
yield fly-shaped gold pendants widespread in Egypt. In Ancient Egypt, pharaohs, who also
were the commanders of the Egyptian army, used to present such pendants to warriors who
distinguished themselves in battles.

In our opinion, chariot burials from Lchashen and other sites belonged to the military
elite, while carved bronze standards were their insignia. These finds may suggest the pres-
ence of a warrior stratum in the South Caucasus, similar to “marijanni-na” of Mitanni, who
owned chariots and took part in the military operations of Mitanni. Mitannian cylinder seals
were their personal property. It can be assumed that the lavishly furnished graves of the
Late Bronze Age found near Lchashen belonged to the warrior elite of the South Caucasus
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who must have had close relations with the Mitannian court and evidently, took part in
military campaigns waged by the Hurrian kingdom. It should not be ruled out that South
Caucasians also participated in the battles against the Hittites on the territory of Syria. We
believe this is the only valid explanation for the presence of fly-shaped gold pendants in the
rich barrows of Lchashen, Lori Berd and Tagavoranist. The person buried in Barrow 97 may
have been presented with the seal depicting Ishtar-Shavushka in recognition of his merits,
and could have been close to the Mitannian court.

Seals from Geghrot and Samiram have close parallels with impressions on chariot tablets
from Nuzi. The chariot tablets mention high ranking individuals entrusted with protecting
borders, city gates, warehouses and roads. They were provided with chariots and horses.

We believe that during the prosperity of Mitanni, the central part of the South Caucasus
was subject to the political, economic and cultural influence of Hurrian kingdoms.
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
